	Elklan- Speech and Language
In our groups we support the targets set by a speech and language therapist. They focus on different areas of speech and language influenced by individual needs. Elklan can also help children who have not yet been referred or are waiting to see a Speech and Language therapist.
Sessions can include:
· Memory and attention skills
· Speech sounds
· Responding to 2-3 step instructions
· Abstract language
· Expressive language
· Developing vocabulary
· Social communication and social interaction skills
	Fun Lunch Club
Fun lunch club is a lunch-time based intervention where children can choose to come and participate in a relaxing environment doing fun activities such as building with Lego bricks.    

The fun lunch club develops a child’s skills to:
· To take turns 
· To give peer support to others
· Develop their communication skills with others
· Develop their self-confidence with peers in a fun environment
· Be able to follow instructions
· Ask for clarity
	Social skills group
This support helps to develop skills in breaking down conversation skills, so children become more confident in social communication.

Sessions can focus on:
· Conversation starters
· Questions
· Keeping a conversation going
· Giving positive body language cues
· Ending conversations

	Fun fit
The aim of Fun fit is to improve a child’s co-ordination skills and underlying postural stability and balance. Fun Fit is a programme to improve the foundations of movement. Postural control is necessary to stabilise the body for different movements. For children who have an Occupational Therapy plan, we work alongside therapists to implement these within the school environment. 
Sessions can focus on:
· Improving cross body co-ordination
· Eye- hand co-ordination
· Spatial awareness
· Ball skills
· Use targets to help accuracy i.e. throwing, catching
· Using more controlled movement in balance and movement
Improving these skills can help with:
· Sitting in class
· Handwriting
· Dressing and changing for P.E lessons
· Balancing activities
· Weak co-ordination skills

	ELSA – Emotional Literacy Support Assistants
ELSA is an individual support programme to meet the emotional needs of our children. It lasts for up to 8 weeks and helps children to develop new skills or coping strategies. ELSA is delivered either 1:1 or in small groups if appropriate, such as friendship skills.
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	Working memory
Working memory plays an important role in concentration and in following instructions. To support children with weak working memory our sessions use games to improve their auditory and/or visual-spatial working memory. This supports the retention of teaching and instructions in class. 
· Picture pair games
· Word list games 
· Auditory instructions

	Supporting parents/carers
We encourage Parents/Carers to be involved in their children’s education and welfare, by making an appointment to see the class teacher or SENDCo when required. Your views and aspirations for your child, is central to the assessment and provision that is provided by the school.
We can support you by:
· Making appropriate referrals
· Making requests for Educational Health Care plan when necessary
· Hosting regular Coffee mornings with talks from external organisations
· Holding Annual reviews for your child’s EHCP
· Home/school communication diaries, where appropriate
· Team Around the Child (TAC) meeting where helpful

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We find for some children their needs are better met by having specific targeted 1:1 support. This support can include:
· Working on specific targets from Speech and language plans 
· Working on specific targets from Occupational Therapy plans
· Giving children opportunities for sensory movement breaks
· Supporting individual children to complete tasks in a quieter, less overwhelming space 
· Reducing anxiety at school 
· Bucket therapy, working on young children’s attention skills. 
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
