Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan

	Oldfield School completed its growth from a single form entry to a fully subscribed two form entry school in the year 2018. This resulted in a widening of the catchment area, while also accommodating more families living in smaller homes, due to the increase in high rise buildings in the surrounding area.
High-quality teaching is at the heart of our approach, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap and at the same time will benefit the non-disadvantaged pupils in our school. It is therefore also the intention that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers.
It is our intention at Oldfield to ensure all children are given every opportunity to reach their potential. Through targeted interventions, broadening of resources and specialist knowledge of both internal and external staff members, we strive for children eligible for Pupil Premium Funding to achieve in line with their peers. It will be the responsibility of all staff members to contribute to this shared goal and raise the expectations for disadvantaged children of what they can achieve.

	Children on funding in Year 6 to have progressed from their Year 2 internal assessments in line with their peers – this cohort did not sit Key Stage 1 SAT’s due to school closures affecting the 2020/21 academic year.

	For children across the school to achieve in line with those not eligible for funding.
	When dividing into cohorts of Early Years and KS1; KS2, the percentage of students achieving Expected Standard compares positively with the rest of the phase.

	To provide appropriate enrichment activities that will improve self-esteem and social skills.

	Pupil Premium Intervention teachers
	In September 2024, an intervention and cover teacher joined the school. Their role was partly to support disadvantaged children in closing the gaps to their peers; a proportion of their salary was paid from the PP budget.

This teacher now has a Year 6 class, meaning this intervention will need to be renewed and refreshed in the future.

	New teaching resources
	We have introduced new maths games  in Key Stage 1 and reading books in Key Stage 2 to support children on PP during lessons and interventions, as well as benefitting from the support of ABC Readers in Years 1,3, 4, 5.

Training for staff on Little Wandle is continuing. 

A staff member ran a gardening club for children in KS2 on Thursday afternoons during the 2023/24 academic year, comprising mostly of children on PP.

	Evidence that supports this approach
	Challenge number(s) addressed

	Interventions during lesson time
	Children on PP, along with carefully selected peers, are given support with their learning in smaller groups, mostly by support staff. The opportunities to address misconceptions and develop confidence in smaller settings are of great value to the children’s progress in Reading, Writing and Maths.

In addition to this, support staff have received training on precision teaching.

	Phonics Interventions
	Children on PP, along with carefully selected peers, are given regular and impactful Phonics interventions, based on assessments of those who did not pass the KS1 screening at the first attempt. This will provide a valuable opportunity to close the gap on lost learning due to the impact of the pandemic, thus bringing these children in line with their peers in spelling and writing.

	Extra-curricular clubs
	All children eligible for PP funding have one club per week per term paid for out of the budget. These clubs include sports, forestry*, foreign languages, cooking and drama related activities. By attending these clubs, the children have increased opportunities to explore a hobby and develop their social skills. These extra experiences should give the children more imagination and creativity, which can be used in their learning.

	School trips allow children a wider experience of the world. This can be especially important for those on Pupil Premium Funding, as their home background may make these experiences less common than for their peers.

Part B: Review of the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	A comparison of the SAT’s and submitted teacher assessment results at the end of Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 for the children who completed Year 6 in July 2023 showed that the children eligible for Pupil Premium funding had progressed in line with their peers. The biggest improvement statistically for this cohort was the percentage of children who achieved at least the expected national standard in writing in Year 6 compared with Year 2. This showed evidence of the school progressing with challenges 2 and 3. The gap between the lowest attaining children on PP and their peers also evidently closed, particularly in reading. Unfortunately, this trend was not replicated in the 2023/24 academic year. Reading produced the highest percentage of children in Years 2 and 6 achieving the expected standard, while other core subjects saw a drop in performance. In 2024/25, the percentage of children who achieved the expected standard at the end of Key Stage 2 for all subjects was lower for disadvantaged pupils than their peers, but significantly above the national average for this demographic.
During the 2022/23 academic year, the gap in attainment between younger children on PP funding and their peers widened. In Key Stage 1, multiple children were also disadvantaged in another way – for example, special educational needs. Children in Year 4 made pleasing progress, particularly in writing and reading, while 100% of the children on PP in Year 5 achieved at least the expected standard in writing and reading. This pattern continued during the 2023/24 academic year, though the writing results of children eligible for funding in Year 1 compared favourably to their peers. At the end of the 2024/25 academic year, the gap had widened further in Maths, but was closing in Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling.

Further information (optional)
	From the 2019/20 year onwards, the targets were set with the intention of them lasting three years. Each year, they are reviewed and their progress evaluated. Unless there are unforeseen circumstances which result in significant changes, the targets continue. The potential exception here will be the Year 2 and Year 6 attainment targets, as there are different numbers of children eligible for funding in each year.
Of the expenditure from 2024-25, the most of the money was spent on direct interventions (this includes resources, costs of educational trips, proportion of salaries of support staff assigned to work with children eligible for Pupil Premium Funding during lessons for core subjects), extracurricular activities and specialist music lessons. The remaining expenditure was the proportion of the salary for ELSA staff for time spent with children eligible for Pupil Premium Funding.
During the Ofsted inspection in April 2025, children on the Pupil Premium register were represented during academic book looks and pupil voice interviews. The Pupil Premium co-ordinator also discussed provisions and challenges during a formal interview with one of the inspectors.
The Pupil Premium co-ordinator attended a two day conference on research into supporting disadvantaged children in October and November 2025. Key takeouts from this will be shared with all staff members in January 2026, and used to inform the targets of next year’s strategy.
Low levels of self-esteem and confidence can often be present in a child on Pupil Premium. Children eligible for Pupil Premium made up 12% of the house captains in 2024/25, and currently make up 9% of the student council. It is hoped that this responsibility will give these children a higher feeling of importance amongst their peers, and thus confidence levels will improve.
When appropriate, children are given support from staff members with specialist training to help them through the school day and give them the encouragement required to tackle their academic challenges. This can take place individually or in small groups. 
Children in Years 1 and 2, including those not on PP, are taught a new instrument by a staff member with specialist knowledge and skills. This occurs for 45 minutes per week, in classes. Research has shown that learning an instrument at a young age provides stimulation to a child’s brain as they build motor skills, as well as allowing them to practise self-expression. It can also strengthen memory skills, which are helpful for retention of knowledge in other subjects.
The Year 6 of 2022/23 was the largest cohort (9) of Pupil Premium children in Oldfield’s history, despite there only having been three children eligible when this cohort finished Key Stage 1. Likely factors for this significant increase include the effects of the pandemic, the cost of living crisis, the arrivals of Ukrainian families and increasing awareness of the support available. The number of children eligible for PP has risen significantly since the pandemic began.
The Year 2 cohort for 2025-26 does, however, have a larger number of children registered as being eligible for Pupil Premium than any other year group has had at this very early stage of their education at Oldfield. It is thus vitally important that support and strategies are implemented across the school by all staff members.
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
